3.1 InsertSIM Card

The A90 is a Dual SIM mobile phone allowing you to use the
facility of two networks.

If you accept or add a new call when you are already on a call,

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3. Place the next call, using the phone tab, the Call log, or your
contacts.

Some locations may require you to turn off your mobile, Wi-Fi,
and Bluetooth wireless connections. You can turn off all these
connections at once by placing your phone in Airplane mode.

M Press and hold the Power button.

M Drag notification panel down then touch the Airplane mode.

4.5 Using the Touch screen
You can use the touch screen in the following ways:

B Touch: Acts on items on the screen, such as application and
settings icons, to type letters and symbols using the onscreen
keyboard, or to press onscreen buttons.

B Touch and hold: Touch and hold an item on the screen until an
action occurs.

Drag: Touch and hold an item and move your finger on the
screen until you reach the target position.

Swipe or slide: Quickly slide your finger across the surface of
the screen, (without dragging an item). For example, slide the
screen up or down to scroll a list,.

H Double-tap: Tap quickly twice on a webpage, map, or other
screen to zoom. For example, double-tap a section of a
webpage in Browser to zoom that section to fit the width of
the screen. You can also double-tap to control the Camera
zoom, In Maps, and in other applications.
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B Pinch: In some applications (Such as Maps, Browser, and
Gallery) you can zoom in and out by placing two fingers on the
screen at once and pinching them together (to zoom out) or
spreading them apart (to zoom in).

B Rotate the screen: On most screens, the orientation of the
screen changes as you rotate it. You can turn this feature on
and off.

4.6 Using the Phone’s Buttons

By default, your network provider sends the access point
name settings via SMS, or it comes with your SIM card. You
may also need to install these settings. After this, you can
choose from the listed access point names. If the access point
names are not listed by default, please contact your network
provider for the same.

3. After you have selected or configured the access point name,
go to Settings> SIM Management and tap the desired data
connection to enable Internet connection.

13.3 Pair With Bluetooth Devices

1. Go to Settings > Wireless & networks> Bluetooth and then
turn on Bluetooth.

2. Go to Settings > Wireless & networks> Bluetooth and then
turn on Bluetooth Settings.

3. Your device automatically scans for devices under Bluetooth
settings.

4. Tap on the device displayed on your handset to pair. Use the
passcode displayed on your handset in the other device to
pair with the handset.

13.3.1 Connect to Internet via your Phone

You can browse the Internet on your PC using your mobile
phone. To do this:
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1. Connect your mobile phone to your PC via the USB adaptor.

2. Go to Menu> Settings> Wireless & Networks> Tethering &
portable hotspot > and then touch USB Tethering.

In case of Linux, Windows 7 and Vista OS, the drivers get
automatically installed.

However, in case of Windows XP, you need to manually install
the drivers. You can download the driver from the Micromax
website.

13.4 Install Secure Certificate from SD Card

If your VPN or Wi-Fi Network rely on secure certificates, you
must obtain the certificates and store them in your phone’s
storage, before you can configure access to those VPN or Wi-Fi
networks on your phone.

You may need to download the certificates from a website.

1. Copy the certificate from your computer to the root of the SD
card.

2. Touch @ > Settings> Security.

3. Touch Install from SD card under Credential Storage.

4. Touch the file name of the certificate to install Only the names
of certificates that you have not already installed on your
phone are displayed.

5. If prompted, enter the certificate’s password and touch OK.
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6. Enter a name for the certificate and touch OK.

14 Some Useful Features

14.1 File Manager

The file manager allows you to manage your files in the phone’s
storage or SD card.

14.2 Settings

You have a host of useful phone settings that allows you to tune
your phone with your changing requirements

14.3 STK

Allows you to access various network services. This is a USSD
based service and does not require Internet connectivity.

14.4 Other Applications

Your handset comes with a host of applications to make your
life much more convenient and easier.

Certification Information (SAR) |

Your phone is designed not to exceed the limits of emission of
radio waves recommended by international guidelines.

SAR (specific absorption rate) is the measurement of
body-absorbed RF quantity when the phone is in use. SAR value
is ascertained according to the highest RF level generated
during laboratory tests.

The true SAR level during phone usage will be far lower than
this level

The SAR value of the phone may change depending on factors
such as how close you are to a network base station, use of
accessories and other enhancements.

The highest SAR value of the device is 1.556 W/kg (head) and
0.923W/kg (body) averaged over 1 gm of human tissue.

SAR Recommendations

Please keep your calls short and use SMS whenever more
convenient. This advice applies especially to children,
adolescents and pregnant women.

Prefer to use your cell phone when the signal quality is good.

People having active medical implants should preferably keep
the cell phone at least 15 cm away from the implant.
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Maintain a preferable distance of 15 mm from the device.

Safe Driving
