INSTALL SIM, SD CARD, AND BATTERY 
 

Your Subscriber Identity Module (SIM) card identifies you to the 
wireless network. Your phone will not work without the SIM card. 
 

To insert the SIM, SD card, and battery: 
 

 1 Prepare both your SD and SIM card. 
 

 2 Pull the SIM/SD card cover open by inserting your  
  fingernail on the slot and then rotate the cover to reveal  
  the SD card slot. 
 

 3  Insert the SD and SIM card: 
   

  • To insert an SD card, push the card into the slot,  
   copper contacts facing down and with the notched edge  
   facing left. Push the card in gently until you feel it  

   contacts facing down and with the cut corner facing  
   right. Push the card in gently until you feel it “snap”  
   into place.
