4 Switch Phone ON/OFF é

= To switch ON your phone, press and hold the End key for a few
seconds.

= To turn OFF your phone, press and hold down the End key for a few
seconds.
If the phone lock has been activated in the phone’s security settings, you
need to enter the 4-digit password to unlock the phone. (The preset
unlock code is 0000.)
