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Notes on Cell Phone Use

Cell Phone Etiquette

The cell phone always emits weak radio waves when power

ison.

Use the cell phone in an enjoyable and safe manner without

forgetting to be considerate of others around you.

@ Use of cell phones is not allowed in some places.

* Do not use the cell phone while you are driving. Doing
S0 is both dangerous and prohibited by law.

e Using a cell phone in an aircraft is prohibited by law.
Be sure to turn the cell phone off.

@ Radio waves from cell phones may interfere with
medical electrical equipment.

e Some people close to you in crowded places such
as packed trains may be using a cardiac pacemaker.
Turn the cell phone off in such places.

e Abide by the rules of hospitals and other medical
institutions where it is forbidden to use or carry cell
phones.

@ Be considerate of where you use the cell phone and
how loudly you talk.

e Do not make calls in theaters, museums, libraries, and
other similar places. Turn power off or turn on manner
mode not to disturb others around you by ring tones.

e Do not use the cell phone on a street where you might
interrupt the flow of pedestrians.

e Move to areas where you will not inconvenience others
on trains or in hotel lobbies.

¢ Refrain from talking in a loud voice.

e Obtain the permission of other people before you take
their photos with the cell phone’s camera.

e Do not record information with the cell phone’s camera
in bookstores and other locations where taking photos
is not permitted.

Do Not Use the Cell Phone While Driving!

Turn off your cell phone or put it in Drive Mode while
driving.

Do not use the cell phone while driving a car/motorcycle
or riding a bicycle. It may result in a traffic accident.
Using a cell phone while driving is prohibited by law.
Using a cell phone while riding a bicycle may also be
punishable by law.

Drive Mode
In Drive Mode, a Japanese message meaning “I'm
driving now, so | can’t answer your call.” is played
when a call is received, and asks the caller to leave a
message on the Answer memo.
When the standby screen is displayed, press (=J%+—,
use [§J to select Drive, and then press (8] (Set).



Disaster Message Board Service

When a big scale disaster occurs, you can register

your safety information from EZweb. The registered
information can be referred from anywhere in Japan from
EZweb or Internet.

e \When a big scale disaster occurs, from
an au phone, you can register your
safety information (i.e. your condition
and comments) to the $ERGEMR
(Disaster Message Board) created on
the EZweb.
After registration of your safety
information, e-mail is sent to your family
or acquaintances you have previously
designated to notify that your safety
information has been uploaded to
the S$EFG=#R (Disaster Message
Board).
You can inquire for safety information
of a person by entering his/her phone
number from EZweb or Internet.”

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Using One-push Open

You can open the PO01 easily by pressing the One-push
Open key. You can also open it manually without using the
key.

You can answer a call by opening PO01. Also, when you
have a missed call or new mail message, incoming history or
mail inbox is displayed.

Press the One-push Open key.

e Do not open the PO01 by pressing the One-push Open
key near persons around you or your face. The POO1
may hit you or persons around you, causing accidents
and injuries.

e Your POO1 might not open fully, depending on its
direction.

e Be careful not to drop it by its rebound when opening
your POO1 by pressing the key.

e Be careful not to catch your fingers when opening your
POO1.

e Your POO1 needs to be closed manually. If it does not
close, completely open the PO0O1 and try closing it
again, without forcing it shut.

The battery pack is not fully charged at the time of purchase.

Be sure to charge the battery pack before using the cell

phone for the first time.

Answering a Call

To answer a call, press [/ ].
e To end the call, press [—].

Display When a Call is Received
The phone number of the caller appears.
If the caller's phone number and name are in the phone
book, the name is also displayed.
When the phone number of the caller is not displayed, one
of the following indicators may appear.

Indicator Meaning
ID Unsent The caller did not send a Caller ID.
Payphone The call is from a pay phone.
The call is from a phone that does not
NEEETEeE R support Caller ID.

Missed Call Notification
If you did not answer a call, [El] and Missed Call are
displayed on the standby screen to let you know that you
missed a call.
To check the caller’s phone number, use to select
Missed Call and then press (8] (Select). You can then return
the call (see page 18).

One-ring Calls

What is a “One-ring Calls”?
A “One-ring Calls” is a call from an unknown caller that only
rings once, causing it to be stored in the incoming history.
One-ring Calls are often used to get you to return the call,
which will connect you to a dating service or some other
service that charges you at high rates.

One-ring Indicator
(red) indicator on the Incoming History screen indicates
you have received a “One-ring Calls” (a call rang for three
seconds or shorter). Be careful when you return a call to an
unknown caller.

Adjusting the Earpiece Volume
during a Call

During a call, use (¢].
e [©): Increases the volume.
e [2J: Decreases the volume.

= Press (8] (OK).

Turning On Manner Mode

When the standby screen is displayed, hold down
(=]Jv+— for at least one second.

This turns on manner mode, and displays ®, S and V on
the standby screen. This also turns on Answer memo,
which is indicated by PR on the standby screen.

Turning Off Manner Mode

When the standby screen is displayed, hold down [(=J%+—
for at least one second.

Turning off manner mode causes ®, S and V to disappear
from the standby screen. Answer memo is also turned off,
which is indicated by PR disappearing from the standby
screen.

e Even in manner mode, the cell phone still emits a
sound when autofocusing, a shutter sound when you
take a photo.

e Answer memo is a function that automatically answers
calls and allows callers to record messages. Use the
Answering Service (Voice Mail) when your phone is
turned off or when you are in a location where a signal
cannot be received.
